The Command Circle

Members of the Command Circle have a monetary stake in the ship’s Endeavor’s (represented by access to the group’s profit factor). One could be a member because he invested vast resources, or because the Captain wanted him badly aboard badly enough that he offered a stake in return for service. While the Rogue Trader may (or may not!) hold the Warrant of Trade and the title to the ship, the Command Circle are all roughly equals in status. It is expected that they listen to one another.  In return, most members of the Command Circle are expected to actively participate in the ship’s Endeavors.  In some cases, a Command Circle member may have a major domo who operates in his stead.  In these cases, this representative is afforded the same respect and responsibilities as the stakeholder himself. The departure of a member of the Command Circle will harm a ship’s Profit Factor, as he takes his resources with him.  No Rogue Trader wants that.

An important thing to understand about a player character in Rogue Trader is that you are not just an average crew member.  You are part of the Command Circle (or speak for someone else with a stake in it).  The Rogue Trader views you as a trusted confidante, or at least an invaluable resource who must be listened to. Make sure as you work through your history with the group, you account for this elevated role.

Most characters will be from the Calixis Sector or the Koronus Expanse, but this is not a requirement.
We will be following the book’s process for integrating background stories using the origin path.  As always, family, friends, lovers, and enemies from your history are encouraged.  As you write your overall history, please try to involve the GM as early as possible. It gives me an opportunity to take an idea that is only partially formed “my father was a soldier; I came from a planet with lots of trade but don’t have a preference which one” and flesh it out into something I feel a connection to, and that plays a role in the campaign.
